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1 Purpose

The purpose of this document is to assist in the information gathering process for the installation of TDAccess.  The installation process for TDAccess prompts the user to provide data throughout the process.  To be able to complete the installation process, the following information will be required.  There is a section on optional information to collect for optional functionality as well.  Once completed, this document will help to speed along the installation process.

Pre-Installation Planning

1.1 Required Information

The installation process for bTrade TDAccess prompts the user to provide data throughout the process.  To be able to complete the installation process, the following information will be required.  System defaults are in parentheses.

For sending EDI data only.  Your EDI Name to use with EDI transmissions.  Please make sure your sales representative has this information.

AS400 only.  Library where TDAccess will be installed.

· Work Library: ___________________________(Default: TDCLNTWRK)  

AS400 Only.  Working library to use during the installation process.
