Naming Conventions

The sectiorNatural ISPF Librariesf this documentation contains a table that lists all Natural ISPF libraries as they
appear after loading the installation tape, together with a descriptive name as to the library content. For example, a
library named SYSISPX could be the Exit Library.

From the sectio®ystem Configuratioonwards, Natural ISPF libraries are referred to by their descriptive names
(for example, Exit Library instead of SYSISPX).
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
