the environment stack (for user settings),

active global data areas,

invoked subroutines (subroutine name and object name),
invoked objects (address in the buffer pool for a fast location).

If the specified size of the runtime buffer is exceeded by a Natural user, the size for the invoked objects information
is decreased accordingly. However, when this size decreases, the number of possible buffer-pool fast locations
decreases, too; if it is about to become 0, an error message is issued.
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
