When you connect to the Terminal Viewer, a logon dialog box may appear. This depends on the setting
for anonymous logon.

When anonymous logon has been disabled, a logon dialog box appears in which you have to specify user
name and (if required) password. You are then connected to the Entire Screen Builder Server with your
user rights.

When anonymous logon has been enabled, the logon dialog box does not appear and you are connected to
the Entire Screen Builder Server as an anonymous user.
