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Function

The STOP statement is used to terminate the execution of a program and return to the command input prompt.
One or more STOP statements may be inserted anywhere within a Natural program.

The STOP statement will terminate the execution of the program immediately. Independent of the positioning of a
STOP statement in a subroutine, any end-page condition specified in the main program will be invoked for final
end-page processing during execution of the STOP statement.

Example

/* EXAMPLE 'STPEX1’: STOP
I‘x *k%k * *kkkkk
INPUT 'PLEASE SELECT DESIRED FUNCTION:' //
10X 'LIST FILES (F)' /
10X 'LIST PROGRAMS (P)’ /
10X 'FUNCTION:’ #RSP (A1)
I‘x *k%k * *kkkkk
IF #RSP = '
STOP
I‘x *kk * *kkkkk
IF NOT (#RSP = 'F' OR = 'P")
REINPUT 'PLEASE ENTER A CORRECT FUNCTION’
I‘x *kk * *kkkkk
IF #RSP = 'F’
DO
STACK TOP COMMAND 'LIST FILES *
STOP
DOEND
I‘x *kk * *kkkkk
IF #RSP = 'P’
DO
STACK TOP COMMAND 'LIST PROGRAMS *
STOP
DOEND

I‘xxx * Kkkkkk

END
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
